As Chairman of the Franklin City/Southampton County Republican Committee (FSRC) of the Republican Party of Virginia (RPV), and pursuant to the RPV Plan of Organization and as recommended by the Committee, I, Walter D. “Walt” Brown III, do hereby issue this Official Call for a FSRC Mass Meeting to be held at, Southampton County Administration Bldg., Board of Supervisors Room, 26022 Administration Center Dr., Courtland, VA 23837 at 6:00 PM to 700 PM for Registration; meeting  will start at 7:00 PM Local Time, on Thursday, March 21, 2024 for the following purposes:

1. Elect a CHAIRMAN for the Franklin City/Southampton County Republican Committee, 
2. Elect Delegates/Alternates to the 2nd District Convention,
3. Elect Delegates / Alternates to the RPV State Convention,
4. Reconstitute the Franklin/Southampton Republican Party,
5. For the transaction of such other business as may properly come before the Mass Meeting. 

6. NOTE: 
a. Everyone who properly filed , via a pre-file form, for FSRC Chairman or Delegates previously, via the call issued January 29, 2024, but recalled, are considered properly filed. 
b. If the number of Delegates does not exceed the total amount allowed then all properly filed delegates are elected.

CALL REVISIONS
If necessary, the FSRC Chairman can revise the issued call to make any such technical or conforming changes and must promptly notify the FSRC of any such changes. 
QUALIFICATION FOR PARTICIPATION
All legal voters of the City of Franklin and Southampton County  residing in the (2nd Congressional District), and or Southampton County Virginia (residing in the 4th Congressional District) that are legal registered voters and qualified under the laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia, regardless of race, religion, national origin or sex, who are in accord with the principles of the Republican Party and who, if requested, express in an open meeting either orally or in writing as may be required, their intent to support all Republican nominees seeking office in 2024 an/or endorsees for public office in the November 5, 2024 election, may participate in the FSRC Mass Meeting, encompassing their respective election districts. Photo identification is required.
FILING REQUIREMENTS:
Candidates for Officers of the Franklin-Southampton Republican Party and or for Delegates to the convention(s):
FRANKLIN CITY / SOUTHAMPTON RPV MASS MEETING
a. Candidates for election for Chairman: Pre-filing as a candidate for the Chairman of the Franklin-Southampton Republican Committee is required.  All Candidates shall return their properly completed and signed 2024 Pre-file Form, with the $500 nonrefundable  fee, to Walter D. “Walt” Brown, III, 33334 Sandy Ridge Road, Franklin, Virginia 23851 or to Teresa Preston, 10457 New Road, Ivor, Virginia 23866 NOT LATER THAN 5:00 pm local time on Monday, March 18, 2024. Postmarks shall not govern. Following the passing of the filing deadline, Ms. Preston shall notify Chairman Brown in writing of all properly file candidates. 
If only one candidate files for Chairman, at the close of the filing deadline they will be deemed duly elected and these elections will be removed from the FSRC Mass Meeting agenda and the FSRC Mass Meeting will be canceled. 
b. Any Military member who is otherwise qualified to participate in Republican Party actions and who has filed the required form and produced at the time of filing valid military identification card or other proof of active duty status shall be certified as a delegate to the convention(s) filed for and shall not be required to be elected as a delegate.

FSRC MASS  MEETING REGISTRATION
Registration to participate in the FSRC Mass Meeting as a candidate for Delegate to the 2nd District Convention and or the RPV Convention must be pre-filed not later than Monday, March 18, 2024, 5:00 PM, using the Franklin City/Southampton Republican Party Pre-filing Form.  The Pre-filing form, (attached), can be mailed or hand delivered to Walter D. “Walt” Brown, III, 33334 Sandy Ridge Road, Franklin, Virginia 23851 or Teresa Preston, 10457 New Road, Ivor, VA., not later than 5:00pm, Monday, March 18, 2024. Postmark shall not govern. Pre filling fee is to accompany the Pre-filling form for Chairman.

There is no mandatory registration fee to participate in the FSRC Mass Meeting and there is no mandatory fee to participate as a Delegate in the 2nd Congressional District Convention.  Voluntary fees are requested to help defray cost of convention(s).

There is a mandatory registration fee of $45 to participate as a delegate in the RPV Convention.

The requirement to vote in the FSRC Mass Meeting and to attend as a Delegate to the 2nd District Convention and the RPV Convention one must be a registered voter be vetted as a delegate to said conventions, and must attest in writing or verbally that they intend to support all Republican Nominees seeking office in 2024.   
Mass Meeting Rules, in accordance with the party plan, will be presented at the Mass Meeting for approval by the majority of certified attendees, as vetted by an appointed Mass Meeting Credentials Committee, to accept as written, or to modify with additions or removal of a certain rule(s).
